 Minimum numbers of students apply to each group, the residential centre can 
accommodate up to 36 people with a camping option of up to 50.  Residential Visits 
taken before Easter are welcome for 1 night or more with a minimum of 20 students.  
Residential visits after Easter and before the Summer holidays are welcome for 2 
nights or more with a minimum of 25 students.
